On the other hand, Ramon Revilla (Bong, Jr.) and his son-in-law Robert Jaworski, Juan Ponce Enrile and
Miriam Santiago have been supportive of Arroyo’s policies. Revilla’s son (Bong, Jr.) ran under the
administration ticket in 2004 and won a Senate seat.

The so-called Third Force bets have not aligned themselves with Arroyo. Most of its members though
previously ran under the Arroyo Administration ticket. Manuel Villar is largely credited for the House’s
success in transmitting the Estrada impeachment complaint to the Senate for a trial.
